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2, Classification Number (HTS - Harmonised Tariff Scheme)

When declarations are made to customs in the European Community, goods must
generally be classified according to the combined nomenclature (CN) or also know as
classification, tariff heading and commeodity code. Imported goods have to be
declared stating under which subheading of the nomenclature they fall. This code
determines the standard rate of customs duty applicable and highlights if any special
attention is required by the member state.

3.Value

All merchandise that crosses a customs border must be assigned a customs value for,

duty determination, statistical reporting and any potential anti-dumping and/or anti-

subsidy duties. Declaring the correct and compliant value is a legal requirement, even
if the product attracts a 0% duty rate on importation into the EU.

Severe penalties and fines can be imposed for incorrect declarations, and can lead to
the loss of any privileges offered by the authorities for compliant traders.

4. Entry Summary Declarations (ENS)
On the TstJanuary 2011 the Entry Summary Declaration (ENS) became mandatory.
With a few exceptions, European Community (EC) law states that all goods enteri
into the customs territory of the EC must be covered by an ENS, which is submitte
the first point of entry of the EU. The ENS is an electronic declaration that is commo
to all 27 member states.
